As we beganto
pray and prepare for the school, we were amazed to watch God bring fogether 34 students from 12 nations ranging in
age from 18 to 58! Each week we had international speakers share on subjects such as the character of God, humility,
our identity. in Chirist,.cross cultural ministry, hearing God's voice, the father heart of God, etc. Thru these teachings and
times of ministry, the Lord moved on the hearts of the students and staff to bring change in our lives like only HE can. As a
family. of different nations and ages, we learned firsthand what'it means fo walk together in humility of heart.

Our DTS is currently three weeks into outreach to three locations here in Canada. We are ministering to and serving the
First Nations people of Saskatchewan, Alberta and British Columbia. God has put a powerful call on the First Nations/
Native Americans that the enemy has tried hard to destroy. Ourheart is to serve their practical needs, show them God'’s
love, have fun getiing to know them, and speak identity into their lives and culture. As we are building relationship atf the
reservations that ourteams are on, many hearts are opening up tous and the amazing love of Jesus. During part of the
month-of February, two teams will be heading off to Vancouver to be a part of the many service and evangelistic
YWAM outreaches taking place at the Olympics. We are excited to see what God does there. Follow the DIS out-
reaches on our blog www.ywamenr.wordpress.com.

As a family, God has had the five of us on our own unique journey: of trusting and following Him. Most of you know that in
the last five years we have lived in four different nations: Fiji, New Zealand, the US and Canada. A couple of years ago
John Dawson, the president of YWAM, shared with us that He felt God was taking our family on a journey to give us His
heart for the nations. John also felt that it would be very stretching for us, but that through it all God would be with us.
What John said fo us has helped us to frust God even when many wondered what we were doing and why we were
moving so much!

Being here at YWAM Eagles Nest Ranch for the last year and a half has stretched and grown us in new ways. We have
opened our hearts once again to those around us and are humbled as we have watched God bless the YWAM base
that we are privileged to lead. He has brought together 18 full time staff and several Mission Builders. We have now run
two DTS’s, served Eagles Nest Ranch youth camps (last:summer), and are building-relationship with different ministries
and churches in Medicine Hat.
